On The Photography of Karen Paulina Biswell

Sheets of Paper Laid on Grass is one of the texts in John Berger’s
book Photocopies (1996). When choosing this title full of associa-
tion of ideas to this new project, I thought of it as an introduction
to the partnerships I plan to get into with the artists whose works
I keep abreast of.

Photographs of Karen Paulina Biswell, who carries on her works
in Bogotd and Paris, have a layered outlook that reveals itself at the
very first glance. This adds to her compositions a strange enig-
matical zest, as well as an erotic tension. Her themes’ being cen-
tred upon women’s issues is closely related to her building her ex-
plorations on the notions of cultural identity, belonging and
gender for a long time. The narration she has developed as a result
of this, brings out a “hybrid” identity nourishing from anthropo-
logical, sociological and erotical sources; just like the timidity of a
cat leaping over the sill of a door left open.
